Un pavimento o una parete rivestiti con prodotto ceramico rappresentano
sicuramente superfici altfamente resistenti all’'usura e alle macchie, la cui
durata & comunque soggetta al modo in cui vengono usate e mantenute.
E sufficiente a tal fine osservare alcune semplici precauzioni, dettate
principalmente dal buon senso e dalla conoscenza delle caratteristiche
dei materiali.

Prodotti per la pulizia.

Quello che vediamo della superficie piastrellata é costituito da prodotto
ceramico e da fughe, di entrambi i quali occorre avere cura. Per la pulizia
quotidiana, usare acqua e detergenti neutri adatti, quali quelli specifici in
commercio. Evitare di utilizzare prodotti acidi o aggressivi (ad esempio,
quelli che siimpiegano per la pulizia e la disincrostazione dei sanitari), che
potrebbero danneggiare i materiali a base di cemento con cui vengono
sigillate le fughe e opacizzare la superficie dei materiali lucidi, levigati o
lappati.

Metodi di pulizia.

Per le operazioni di pulizia, limitare a casi di estrema necessita I'uso di
strumenti e/o detergenti abrasivi (quali la paglietta di metallo). Evitarne
assolutamente |'uso su piastrelle con superficie lucida, piU esposte alla
visibilita di graffi, scalfitture e opacizzazioni.

Sporco abrasivo.

Si consiglia di prevenire il piu possibile la presenza sul pavimento di polvere
e sabbia trasportati dall’esterno, poiché aumentano I'effetto abrasivo
del traffico pedonale. E sufficiente predisporre uno stuoino all'ingresso
dell’abitazione e mantenere il pavimento pit pulito possibile.

Prodotti con superficie strutturata.

Le piastrelle con superficie strutturata, i mosaici e i decori a rilievo
presentano eccellenti caratteristiche di sicurezza (resistenza allo
scivolamento), ma necessitano di particolare cura nella pulizia per
eliminare accumuli di sporcizia nelle asperita della superficie. Nella pulizia
ordinaria si pud utilizzare un normale detergente neutro, avendo pero
cura di strofinare in due direzioni: prima seguendo I'orientamento della
struttura, poi procedendo trasversalmente.

Floors or walls tiled are extremely resistant to wear and stains. However,
the effective durability of the surface depends on how it is used and
maintained.

To ensure extended durability, simply follow a few basic precautions,
based on common sense and an understanding of the properties of the
materials themselves.

Cleaning products.

The exposed side of a tiled surface consists of the ceramic product itself
and grout joints. Both components require special care. For everyday
cleaning, use water and appropriate neutral detergents commonly found
at supermarkets.

Do not use acid or corrosive products (such as those used to remove
limescale

from kitchen and bathroom sanitary-ware). These may damage the
cement based materials used to fill the grout joints and dull the surface of
polished, honed and polished

materials.

Cleaning methods.

When cleaning, use abrasive products (such as steel wool) and abrasive
detergents as little as possible. Never use these products on tiles with
polished surfaces, as these are more susceptible to visible scratching and
scoring and are more likely to become dull.

Abrasive dirt.

Where possible, keep the floor free of dust and sand carried in from
outside, as these increase the abrasive effect of foot traffic. Simply place
a doormat at the entrance to your home and keep the floor as clean as
possible.

Products with textured surfaces.

Tiles with structured surfaces, mosaics and relief decorations have
excellent safety qualities (slip resistance), but require greater care during
cleaning to remove the dirt that accumulates in the irregularities in the
surface. For regular cleaning, use a normal neutral detergent, wiping
both lengthwise and crosswise to remove all dirt.

IMPORTANT

1.Use chemical products with extreme caution. Follow carefully the
specific instructions for each product.

2.Always rinse and wipe dry thoroughly after using any detergent, acid
or solvent.

3.Never use products containing fluorhydric acid. Stain remover and rust
remover sprays often contain fluorhydric acid.

4 Before using any cleaning product, especially acidic products, test on a
small concealed areas of the surface to be treated beforehand.
